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ETS Graduates Go to College 

ETS graduates are continuing their education after high school. This year 75% (55 of 73) of our seniors 
enrolled in postsecondary education in the fall. This builds on the results achieved by our graduates 
throughout the history of ETS at UC Clermont. 61% of our graduates since 1995 (476 of 778) have entered 
postsecondary education. The most heavily represented institution this year is UC Clermont College, with 
19 of our 2009 graduates. Seven have enrolled at the University of Cincinnati uptown campus in           
Cincinnati. Others are going to Cincinnati State, Miami University, Morehead State University and   
Northern Kentucky University (three at each) and the College of Mt. St. Joseph and Wright State University 
(two at each). We also have 2009 graduates attending other institutions, including the Art Academy of  
Cincinnati, Shawnee State University, Ohio State University and Bowling Green State University.  

There is one thing that all of these institutions have in commonðETS has taken students on visits to these 
campuses in recent years. ETS college visits for students beginning in middle school and continuing 
through high school expose students to a variety of options. A study of ETS postsecondary enrollment   
results from 2000 through 2009 reveals that over the last four years the percentage of ETS graduates      
entering four-year institutions has increased significantly. We believe the college visits have contributed to 
that trend.  

Congratulations to the class of 2009, and we look forward to great things from future classes.
